Dear Editor:
We are pleased to submit the research manuscript “Persistent Organic Pollutants (POPs) in Sea food of China- A review” for publication in “Journal of American Science”.
The coastal zone of China has been undergoing rapid economic growth in the past few years. Large quantities of persistent organic pesticides have been either used in agriculture and public health or released from manufacturing plants in this region since China was once a leading producer and user of organochlorine pesticides from the 1950s until their ban in 1983. Weak environmental management framework has over the years permitted improper waste disposal use and disposal of pesticides have caused serious environmental problems.  However, questions have been raised about the safety of eating fish and seafood from China. Therefore, this paper attempts to review the state of sea food contamination and evaluate its risk to consumers in China using recent research data.
We have reviewed the final draft of the manuscript for the publication. To the best of our knowledge, this manuscript has not been published in whole or in part nor is it being considered for publication elsewhere.
